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Hastings Walk

This is a walk full of surprise, and superb views. From the fishing fleet
and drying sheds on Hastings beach take the East Cliff Railway or climb
the Tamarisk steps to the clifftop walk through Hastings Country Park.
Used since Stone Age times, this stretch of land is now rich in wildlife.

The route dips dramatically down into steep valleys of ancient woodland,
cool and humid and fed by small streams. Here you will find ferns,
mosses and liverworts growing, an unusual sight for south
east Britain. Rich in animal and plant life, these valleys are a
splendid sight in springtime when they are thickly carpeted
with wild flowers. From the second valley, Fairlight Glen,
there are steps down to the beach.

As you reach the Firehills (so & 7«
called, it is said, because of the
brilliance of the gorse flowers
which bloom here), you turn
inland.
