The High Weald AONB is characterised by small,
irregularly shaped and productive fields often
bounded by (and forming a mosaic with) hedgerows
and small woodlands, and typically used for livestock
grazing; small holdings; and a non-dominant
agriculture; within which can be found distinctive
zones of heaths and inned river valleys.
