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The High Weald AONB is characterised by dispersed
historic settlements of farmsteads and hamlets, and late
medieval villages founded on trade and non-agricultural
rural industries.

S2 Objective: To protect the historic pattern of settlement.

S3 Objective: To enhance the architectural quality of the
High Weald.
