Summary Character Description:

The High Weald AONB is characterised by ancient
routeways (now roads, tracks and paths) in the form of
ridge-top roads and a dense system of radiating
droveways. Ancient routeways are often narrow, deeply
sunken, and edged with trees, hedges, wildflower-rich
verges and boundary banks.

R2 Objective: To enhance the ecological function of
routeways.
