Activity Description: Children are put into pairs and choose a tree to Pine & Spruce 3.13
measure. Get them to estimate the age of the tree. On the tree trunk, Oak 1.88
measure from the ground up to a height of 1.5m*. Mark with chalk. Wrap Sycamore 275

the tape around the tree at this height, making sure it is horizontal. (If easier,
children can be given string to wrap around the trunk and then measure the
amount of string used). Measure and record the circumference. Divide the
circumference by the average annual growth rate to calculate its age. How
accurate was their estimate?

Children can collate their information to do further calculations and make
comparisons. Data collected can be used for creating visual graphs and bar
charts or posing and answering further questions.

*The circumference of the tree is measured at 1.5m above the ground as this is the
recommended height by the forestry industry

High Weald Teaching Point: One of the unique characteristics of the High
Weald is its abundance of ancient woodland. This means woodland has
existed on the same site since 1600AD. Point out to the children that this
doesn’t mean all trees are 400 years old! Woodlands, like all of the High
Weald, are continually changing.
