Peacock 

Large, blue ‘eye-spots’ on the wings. Dark 

underneath. 

 
Red Admiral 

Black wings with red or orange bands. 

 
Comma 

Rich orange colour. ‘Ragged’ wings. 

 
Brimstone 

Big. Bright greeny-yellow. Pointed wing-tips. 

 
Speckled Wood 

Light squares are white or yellow 

 
Orange-tip 

Mottled underside.  Male has orange wing tips.
